Uses of the Correction Codes

Word Order, e.g.:

"(Every day) I eat (*every day) spinach pizza (every day)"

Rule: "TRANSITIVE VERB  (*ANY WORD)  DIRECT OBJECT"

Construction, e.g.:

[Where your Mother is going] noun clause ≠ "Where is your Mother going?"

Joël's book ≠ The Book of Joël

Example of WO and CT : "Rarely (*I go there) do I go there"

Incompatible, e.g.:

"I wish he (*will get) had a car!"

"If he had a car, we (*will) would go to the Vandals In Sandals concert!"

Word Choice / Wrong Meaning, e.g.:

"Even [if ≠ though] he ate the raw squid…"

"In *a / the near future"

Verb Form / Wrong Meaning, e.g.:

"I always get hungry again after *eat / eating spinach compost pizza"

(General rule: "PREPOSITION + VERB + ING")

"Try [to eat ≠ eating] the raw squid with Tabasco!" 

"I used to get money for research / I was used to [get ≠ getting] money for research."

Note different pronunciation: [used = d vs. t]  Also note different expressions:

"SUBJECT + BE + USED TO [used = t]   NOUN (or) VERB+ING" 

≠ "SUBJECT + USED TO [used = t] + VERB"

≠ "SUBJECT + BE (or) GET USED TO [used = d]  VERB PHRASE"

Word Form / Wrong Meaning, e.g.:

sensuous ≠ sensual; definite ≠ definitive; familiarly ≠ familiarity; assure ≠ ensure; a surprising sound ≠ a surprised sound

False Cognate: «actuellement» ≠ "actually"; «éventuellement» ≠ "eventually"

French Idiom: «se changer les idées» ≠ "to change one's mind"; «changer de travail» = "to change jobs"; «écouter de la musique» = "to listen to music"

Excess Word and Missing Word, e.g.:

"I have (*an / some / a piece of) information / advice for you"

"*The books are a part of life (which books? what other parts?)"

"They [cut ≠ cut off] his leg"

Spelling, (includes capitalisation), e.g.: Canadian (noun/adj.)

Nonsense Spelling, e.g.:

there ≠ their ≠ they're; another vs. *an other; is ≠ his

Punctuation: in, e.g., enumerations and non-restrictive relative clauses.

Number: count / non-count, existence, and counting words, e.g.,

"I have (*three informations) three pieces of information..."

"There (*is) are three werewolves in the garden"

"One of my friends (*have) has a real pet goblin"
Conjugation (includes choice of modal and type of conditional), e.g.: 

"He (*have) a collection of authentic shrunken heads"

"I [come ≠ am coming] from the Beauce"

"You must not [work ≈/≠ be working] very hard" (note difference in intonation)

"You [mustn't ≠ don't have to] work so hard"

"If he [married ≈/≠ were to marry ≈/≠ would marry] my sister, I would scream!"
Time Relationship, e.g.: 

since ≠ for; while ≠ during; after ≠ when ≠ by the time

Other codes: Odd Meaning, No Connection, Possible But Odd, No Meaning, No Such Expression, REFerence
